WHEREAS, COMPANY has represented to University, to induce University to enter into this Agreement, that Company shall commit itself to a thorough, vigorous and diligent program of exploiting the Patent Rights so that public utilization shall result therefrom; and

WHEREAS, Company desires to obtain a license under the Patent Rights upon the terms and conditions hereinafter set forth.

NOW, THEREFORE, University and Company hereby agree as follows:

1.  Definitions.

"Affiliate" shall mean any legal entity (including, but not limited to, a corporation, partnership, or limited liability company) that is controlled by Company.  For the purposes of this definition, the term "control" means (i) beneficial ownership of at least fifty percent (50%) of the voting securities of a corporation or other business organization with voting securities or (ii) a fifty percent (50%) or greater interest in the net assets or profits of a partnership or other business organization without voting securities.

to the extent separately stated on purchase orders, invoices, or other documents of sale, any taxes or other governmental charges levied on the production, sale, transportation, delivery, or use of a Licensed Product or Licensed Process which is paid by or on behalf of Company; and 

(iv) 
outbound transportation costs prepaid or allowed and costs of insurance in transit.
No deductions shall be made for commissions paid to individuals whether they be with independent sales agencies or regularly employed by Company or its Affiliates and on their respective payrolls, or for cost of collections.  Net Sales shall occur on the date of billing for a Licensed Product or Licensed Process.  If a Licensed Product or a Licensed Process is distributed at a discounted price that is substantially lower than the customary price charged by Company or its Affiliates, or distributed for non-cash consideration (whether or not at a discount), Net Sales shall be calculated based on the non-discounted amount of the Licensed Product or Licensed Process charged to an independent third party during the same Reporting Period

or, in the absence of such sales, on the fair market value of the Licensed Product  or Licensed Process.
Non-monetary consideration shall not be accepted by Company or any Affiliate for any Licensed Products or Licensed Processes without the prior written consent of University

“Patent Challenge” shall mean a challenge to the validity, patentability, enforceability and/or non-infringement of any of the Patent Rights (as defined below) or otherwise opposing any of the Patent Rights.

any patents resulting from reissues, reexaminations, or extensions (and their relevant international equivalents) of the patents described in (a), (b), and (c) above; and

2.  Grant of Rights.

License Grants.  Subject to the terms of this Agreement, University hereby grants to Company and its Affiliates for the Term a royalty-bearing nonexclusive license under the Patent Rights to develop, make, have made, use, sell, offer to sell, lease, and import Licensed Products in the Field in the Territory and to develop and perform Licensed Processes in the Field in the Territory during the period of time commencing on the Effective Date and terminating on a country-by-country basis with the expiration of the last-to-expire patent included in Patent Rights in that country..  Neither Company nor its Affiliates shall have the right to enter into sublicensing agreements.

No Additional Rights.  Nothing in this Agreement shall be construed to confer any rights upon Company by implication, estoppel, or otherwise as to any technology or patent rights of University or any other entity other than the Patent Rights, regardless of whether such technology or patent rights shall be dominant or subordinate to any Patent Rights.

3.  Company Diligence Obligations.

3.1  
Diligence Requirements.  Company shall use diligent efforts and shall cause its Affiliates to use diligent efforts, to develop Licensed Products or Licensed Processes and to introduce Licensed Products or Licensed Processes into the commercial market; thereafter, Company or its Affiliates shall make Licensed Products or Licensed Processes reasonably available to the public. In the event that (i) Company or any of its Affiliates brings a Patent Challenge against University, or (ii) Company or any of its Affiliates assists another party in bringing a Patent Challenge against University (except as required under a court order or subpoena), and (iii) University does not choose to exercise its rights to terminate this Agreement pursuant to Section 12.4, then the running royalties due hereunder shall be doubled for the remainder of the term of the Agreement.  In the event that such a Patent Challenge is successful, Company will have no right to recoup any royalties paid during the period of challenge.  In the event that a Patent Challenge is unsuccessful, Company shall reimburse University for all reasonable legal fees and expenses incurred in its defense against the Patent Challenge.

(g)
No Multiple Royalties.  If the manufacture, use, lease, or sale of any Licensed Product or the performance of any Licensed Process is covered by more than one of the Patent Rights, multiple royalties shall not be due.

4.2  
Payments.

Method of Payment.  All payments under this Agreement should be made payable to OFFICIAL NAME OF UNIVERSITY and sent to the address identified in Section 14.1.  Each payment should reference this Agreement and identify the obligation under this Agreement that the payment satisfies.

Payments in CURRENCY.  All payments due under this Agreement shall be drawn on a COUNTRY bank and shall be payable in CURRENCY.  Conversion of foreign currency to CURRENCY shall be made at the conversion rate existing in the COUNTRY (as reported by the COUNTRY CENTRAL BANK) on the last working day of the calendar quarter of the applicable Reporting Period.  Such payments shall be without deduction of exchange, collection, or other charges, and, specifically, without deduction of withholding or similar taxes or other government imposed fees or taxes, except as permitted in the definition of Net Sales.

Late Payments.  Any payments by Company that are not paid on or before the date such payments are due under this Agreement shall bear interest, to the extent permitted by law, at two percentage points above the Prime Rate of interest as reported by the Federal Reserve Bank of St. Louis on the last business day of the calendar quarterly reporting period to which such royalty payments relate. 
5.  Reports and Records.

Frequency of Reports.

Before First Commercial Sale.  Prior to the first commercial sale of any Licensed Product or first commercial performance of any Licensed Process, Company shall deliver reports to University annually, within sixty (60) days of the end of each calendar year, containing information concerning the immediately preceding calendar year, as further described in Section 5.2.

Upon First Commercial Sale of a Licensed Product or commercial performance of a Licensed Process.  Company shall report to University the date of first commercial sale of a Licensed Product and the date of first commercial performance of a Licensed Process within sixty (60) days of occurrence in each country.

After First Commercial Sale.  After the first commercial sale of a Licensed Product or first commercial performance of a Licensed Process, Company shall deliver reports to University within sixty (60) days of the end of each Reporting Period, containing information concerning the immediately preceding Reporting Period, as further described in Section 5.2.

5.3  
Financial Statements.  On or before the ninetieth (90th) day following the close of Company's fiscal year, Company shall provide University with Company's financial statements for the preceding fiscal year including, at a minimum, a balance sheet and an income statement, certified by Company's treasurer or chief financial officer or by an independent auditor.  
5.4  
Records.  Company shall maintain, and shall cause its Affiliates to maintain, complete and accurate records relating to the rights and obligations under this Agreement and any amounts payable to University in relation to this Agreement, which records shall contain sufficient information to permit University to confirm the accuracy of any reports delivered to University and compliance in other respects with this Agreement.  The relevant party shall retain such records for at least five (5) years following the end of the calendar year to which they pertain, during which time University, or University's appointed agents, shall have the right, at University's expense, to inspect such records during normal business hours to verify any reports and payments made or compliance in other respects under this Agreement.  In the event that any audit performed under this Section reveals an underpayment in excess of five percent (5%), Company shall bear the full cost of such audit and shall remit any amounts due to University within thirty (30) days of receiving notice thereof from University  

6.  Patent Prosecution.

6.1  
Responsibility for Patent Rights  University shall, in its sole discretion, apply for, seek issuance of, maintain, or abandon the Patent Rights during the term of this Agreement.
6.2  
Payment of Expenses.  Payment of all fees and costs, including attorneys’ fees, relating to the filing, prosecution and maintenance of the Patent Rights shall be the responsibility of Company and other nonexclusive licensees of the Patent Rights as they exist from time to time.  Company shall be responsible for its pro rata share of all such patent related costs, whether such amounts were incurred before or after the Effective Date. 7. Infringement.

7.1  
Notification of Infringement.  Company shall inform University promptly in writing of any alleged infringement of the Patent Rights by a third party and of any available evidence thereof.

7.2  
Right to Prosecute.  University shall have the right, but shall not be obligated, to prosecute at its own expense all infringements of the Patent Rights and, in furtherance of such right, Company hereby agrees that University may include Company as a party plaintiff in any such suit, without expense to Company.  The total cost of any such infringement action commenced or defended solely by University shall be borne by University, and University shall keep any recovery or damages derived therefrom, whether compensatory for past infringement or punitive.

7.3  
Cooperation.  In any infringement suit which University may institute to enforce the Patent Rights pursuant to this Agreement, Company shall, at University’s expense, cooperate in all respects and, to the extent possible, have its employees testify when requested and make available relevant records, papers, information, samples, specimens, and the like.

8.  Indemnification and Insurance.

8.1  
Indemnification.

(a) 
Indemnity.  Company shall indemnify, defend, and hold harmless University and its trustees, officers, faculty, students, employees, and agents and their respective successors, heirs and assigns (the "Indemnitees"), against any liability, damage, loss, or expense (including reasonable attorneys’ fees and expenses) incurred by or imposed upon any of the Indemnitees in connection with any claims, suits, investigations, actions, demands or judgments arising out of or related to the exercise of any rights granted to Company under this Agreement or any breach of this Agreement by Company.
(b) 
Procedures.  The Indemnitees agree to provide Company with prompt written notice of any claim, suit, action, demand, or judgment for which indemnification is sought under this Agreement.  Company agrees, at its own expense, to provide attorneys reasonably acceptable to University to defend against any such claim.  The Indemnitees shall cooperate fully with Company in such defense and will permit Company to conduct and control such defense and the disposition of such claim, suit, or action (including all decisions relative to litigation, appeal, and settlement); provided, however, that any Indemnitee shall have the right to retain its own counsel, at the expense of Company, if representation of such Indemnitee by the counsel retained by Company would be inappropriate because of actual or potential differences in the interests of such Indemnitee and any other party represented by such counsel.  Company agrees to keep University informed of the progress in the defense and disposition of such claim and to consult with University with regard to any proposed settlement.

8.2  
Insurance.  Company shall obtain and carry in full force and effect commercial general liability insurance, including product liability and errors and omissions insurance which shall protect Company and Indemnitees with respect to events covered by Section 8.1(a) above.  Such insurance (i) shall be issued by an insurer licensed to practice in the Commonwealth of Massachusetts or an insurer pre-approved by University, such approval not to be unreasonably withheld, (ii) shall list University as an additional insured thereunder, (iii) shall be endorsed to include product liability coverage, and (iv) shall require thirty (30) days written notice to be given to University prior to any cancellation or material change thereof.  The limits of such insurance shall not be less than One Million Dollars ($1,000,000) per occurrence with an aggregate of Three Million Dollars ($3,000,000) for bodily injury including death; One Million Dollars ($1,000,000) per occurrence with an aggregate of Three Million Dollars ($3,000,000) for property damage; and One Million Dollars ($1,000,000) per occurrence with an aggregate of Three Million Dollars ($3,000,000) for errors and omissions.  In the alternative, Company may self-insure subject to prior approval of University  Company shall provide University with Certificates of Insurance evidencing compliance with this Section.  Company shall continue to maintain such insurance or self-insurance after the expiration or termination of this Agreement during any period in which Company or any Affiliate continues (i) to make, use, or sell a product that was a Licensed Product under this Agreement or (ii) to perform a service that was a Licensed Process under this Agreement, and thereafter for a period of five (5) years.  

9.  No Representations or Warranties.

UNIVERSITY MAKES NO REPRESENTATIONS OR WARRANTIES OF ANY KIND CONCERNING THE PATENT RIGHTS AND HEREBY DISCLAIMS ALL REPRESENTATIONS AND WARRANTIES, EXPRESS OR IMPLIED, INCLUDING WITHOUT LIMITATION WARRANTIES OF MERCHANTABILITY, FITNESS FOR A PARTICULAR PURPOSE, NONINFRINGEMENT OF INTELLECTUAL PROPERTY RIGHTS OF UNIVERSITY OR THIRD PARTIES, VALIDITY, ENFORCEABILITY, AND SCOPE OF PATENT RIGHTS, WHETHER ISSUED OR PENDING, AND THE ABSENCE OF LATENT OR OTHER DEFECTS, WHETHER OR NOT DISCOVERABLE.  
IN NO EVENT SHALL UNIVERSITY, ITS TRUSTEES, DIRECTORS, OFFICERS, EMPLOYEES AND AFFILIATES BE LIABLE FOR INCIDENTAL OR CONSEQUENTIAL DAMAGES OF ANY KIND, INCLUDING ECONOMIC DAMAGES OR INJURY TO PROPERTY AND LOST PROFITS, REGARDLESS OF WHETHER UNIVERSITY SHALL BE ADVISED, SHALL HAVE OTHER REASON TO KNOW, OR IN FACT SHALL KNOW OF THE POSSIBILITY OF THE FOREGOING.
10.  Assignment.

This Agreement is personal to Company and no rights or obligations may be assigned by Company without the prior written consent of University  University shall have the right to terminate this Agreement immediately upon written notice to Company upon a purchase of a majority of Company's outstanding voting securities in a single transaction by a third party without University's prior written consent. 

11.  General Compliance with Laws.
11.1  
Compliance with Laws.  Company shall use reasonable commercial efforts to comply with all commercially material local, state, federal, and international laws and regulations relating to the development, manufacture, use, and sale of Licensed Products and Licensed Processes.  

11.2  
Non-Use of University Name.  Company and its Affiliates and Sublicensees shall not use the name of "OFFICIAL NAME OF UNIVERSITY" or any variation, adaptation, or abbreviation thereof, or of any of its trustees, officers, faculty, students, employees, or agents, or any trademark owned by University, or any terms of this Agreement in any promotional material or other public announcement or disclosure without the prior written consent of University, which consent University may withhold in its sole discretion.  The foregoing notwithstanding, without the consent of University, Company may make factual statements during the term of this Agreement that Company has a license from University under one or more of the patents and/or patent applications comprising the Patent Rights.

11.3 
Marking of Licensed Products.  To the extent commercially feasible and consistent with prevailing business practices, Company shall mark, and shall cause its Affiliates and Sublicensees to mark, all Licensed Products that are manufactured or sold under this Agreement with the number of each issued patent under the Patent Rights that applies to such Licensed Product.

12.  Termination.

12.1  
Voluntary Termination by Company.  Company shall have the right to terminate this Agreement, for any reason, (i) upon at least six (6) months prior written notice to University, such notice to state the date at least six (6) months in the future upon which termination is to be effective, and (ii) upon payment of all amounts due to University through such termination effective date.  

12.2  
Cessation of Business.  If Company ceases to carry on its business related to this Agreement, University shall have the right to terminate this Agreement immediately upon written notice to Company.

12.3  
Termination for Default.  

(a)
Nonpayment.  In the event Company fails to pay any amounts due and payable to University hereunder, and fails to make such payments within thirty (30) days after receiving written notice of such failure, University may terminate this Agreement immediately upon written notice to Company.  
(b)
Material Breach.  In the event Company commits a material breach of its obligations under this Agreement, except for breach as described in Section 12.3(a), and fails to cure that breach within sixty (60) days after receiving written notice thereof, University may terminate this Agreement immediately upon written notice to Company. 

12.4   Termination as a Consequence of Patent Challenge.  If Company or any of its Affiliates brings a Patent Challenge against University, or assists others in bringing a Patent Challenge against University (except as required under a court order or subpoena), then University may immediately terminate this Agreement.  
12. 5 
Disputes regarding Termination. If Company disputes any termination by University under this Section, it must notify University of the nature of such dispute and the proposed manner in which to resolve the dispute within (10) days of receipt of notification of breach or notification of termination by University, whichever is sooner. If the parties do not resolve such dispute within ten (10) days of such notification, then Company shall be required to initiate the dispute resolution procedures outlined in Section 13.3(a) immediately.  If it does not do so, Company shall be considered to have waived its rights to dispute the termination.

12.6  Effect of Termination.

The parties agree that any dispute arising out of or relating to this Agreement shall be resolved solely by means of the procedures set forth in this Article, and that such procedures constitute legally binding obligations that are an essential provision of this Agreement.  If either party fails to observe the procedures of this Article, as may be modified by their written agreement, the other party may bring an action for specific performance of these procedures in any court of competent jurisdiction.  

13.2  
Equitable Remedies.  Although the procedures specified in this Article are the sole and exclusive procedures for the resolution of disputes arising out of or relating to this Agreement, either party may seek a preliminary injunction or other provisional equitable relief if, in its reasonable judgment, such action is necessary to avoid irreparable harm to itself or to preserve its rights under this Agreement.

13.3  Dispute Resolution Procedures.

(a) 
Mediation.  In the event of any dispute arising out of or relating to this Agreement, either party may initiate mediation upon written notice to the other party ("Notice Date") pursuant to Section 14.1, whereupon both parties shall be obligated to engage in a mediation proceeding.  The mediation shall commence within forty-five (45) days of the Notice Date. The mediation shall be conducted by a single mediator in Geneva, Switzerland.  The party requesting mediation shall designate two (2) or more nominees for mediator in its notice.  The other party may accept one of the nominees or may designate its own nominees by notice addressed to the World Intellectual Property Organization (“WIPO”) Arbitration and Mediation Center and copied to the requesting party.  If within, fifteen (15) days following the request for mediation, the parties have not selected a mutually acceptable mediator, a mediator shall be appointed by WIPO according to the WIPO Mediation Rules.  The mediator shall attempt to facilitate a negotiated settlement of the dispute, but shall have no authority to impose any settlement terms on the parties. The expenses of the mediation shall be borne equally by the parties, but each party shall be responsible for its own counsel fees and expenses.   
(b) 
Trial Without Jury.  If the dispute is not resolved by mediation within forty-five (45) days after commencement of mediation, each party shall have the right to pursue any other remedies legally available to resolve the dispute, provided, however, that the parties expressly waive any right to a jury trial in any legal proceeding under this Article.

13.4  
Performance to Continue.  Each party shall continue to perform its undisputed obligations under this Agreement pending final resolution of any dispute arising out of or relating to this Agreement; provided, however, that a party may suspend performance of its undisputed obligations during any period in which the other party fails or refuses to perform its undisputed obligations.  Nothing in this Article is intended to relieve Company from its obligation to make undisputed payments pursuant to Articles 4 and 6 of this Agreement.

13.5  
Statute of Limitations.  The parties agree that all applicable statutes of limitation and time-based defenses (including, but not limited to, estoppel and laches) shall be tolled while the procedures set forth in Sections 13.3(a) are pending.  The parties shall cooperate in taking any actions necessary to achieve this result.

14.  Miscellaneous.

14.1  
Notice.  Any notices required or permitted under this Agreement shall be in writing, shall specifically refer to this Agreement, and shall be sent by hand, recognized national overnight courier, confirmed facsimile transmission, confirmed electronic mail, or registered or certified mail, postage prepaid, return receipt requested, to the following addresses or facsimile numbers of the parties:

All notices under this Agreement shall be deemed effective upon receipt.  A party may change its contact information immediately upon written notice to the other party in the manner provided in this Section.

14.2  
Governing Law.  This Agreement and all disputes arising out of or related to this Agreement, or the performance, enforcement, breach or termination hereof, and any remedies relating thereto, shall be construed, governed, interpreted and applied in accordance with the laws of DOMINANT LEGAL JURISDICTION OF UNIVERSITY;  FOR INTERNATIONAL AGREEMENTS, THE LAWS OF THE STATE OF NEW YORK ARE FREQUENTLY USED., without regard to conflict of laws principles, except that questions affecting the construction and effect of any patent shall be determined by the law of the country in which the patent shall have been granted. The courts having jurisdiction over UNIVERSITY LOCATION provide the exclusive forum for any Patent Challenge and/or any court action between the parties relating to this Agreement.  Company submits to the jurisdiction of such courts and waives any claim that such court lacks jurisdiction over Company or its Affiliates or constitutes an inconvenient or improper forum.

14.3  
Force Majeure.  Neither party will be responsible for delays resulting from causes beyond the reasonable control of such party, including without limitation fire, explosion, flood, war, strike, or riot, provided that the nonperforming party uses commercially reasonable efforts to avoid or remove such causes of nonperformance and continues performance under this Agreement with reasonable dispatch whenever such causes are removed.

14.4  
Amendment and Waiver.  This Agreement may be amended, supplemented, or otherwise modified only by means of a written instrument signed by both parties.  Any waiver of any rights or failure to act in a specific instance shall relate only to such instance and shall not be construed as an agreement to waive any rights or fail to act in any other instance, whether or not similar.

14.5  
Severability.  In the event that any provision of this Agreement shall be held invalid or unenforceable for any reason, such invalidity or unenforceability shall not affect any other provision of this Agreement, and the parties shall negotiate in good faith to modify the Agreement to preserve (to the extent possible) their original intent.  If the parties fail to reach a modified agreement within thirty (30) days after the relevant provision is held invalid or unenforceable, then the dispute shall be resolved in accordance with the procedures set forth in Article 13.  While the dispute is pending resolution, this Agreement shall be construed as if such provision were deleted by agreement of the parties.

14.6  
Binding Effect.  This Agreement shall be binding upon and inure to the benefit of the parties and their respective permitted successors and assigns.

14.7  
Headings.  All headings are for convenience only and shall not affect the meaning of any provision of this Agreement.

14.8  
Entire Agreement.  This Agreement constitutes the entire agreement between the parties with respect to its subject matter and supersedes all prior agreements or understandings between the parties relating to its subject matter.
